ork Agreement,duringFramework 
Agreementexecution.ThemaximumnumberofJVmembersshallbespecifiedintheTDS. 

3.2 PublicOfficersoftheProcuringEntity,theirSpouses,Child,Parent,BrothersorSister.Child,Parent,BrotherorSister
ofaSpousetheirbusinessassociatesoragentsandfirms/organizationsinwhichtheyhaveasubstantialorcontrollingin
terestshallnotbeeligibletotenderorbeawardedaFramework 
Agreement.PublicOfficersarealsonotallowedtoparticipateinanyprocurementproceedings.

20. Confidential Information 

20.1 TheProcuringEntityandtheSuppliershallkeepconfidentialandshallnot,withoutthewrittenconsentoftheotherpa
rtyhereto,divulgetoanythirdpartyanydocuments,data,orotherinformationfurnisheddirectlyorindirectlybythe
otherpartyheretoinconnectionwiththeContract,whethersuchinformationhasbeenfurnishedpriorto,duringorfo
llowingcompletionorterminationoftheContract.Notwithstandingtheabove,theSuppliermayfurnishtoitsSub-
Suppliersuchdocuments,data,andotherinformationitreceivesfromtheProcuringEntitytotheextentrequiredfort
heSubSuppliertoperformitsworkundertheContract,inwhicheventtheSuppliershallobtainfromsuchSubSuppli
erundertakingofconfidentialitysimilartothatimposedontheSupplierunderGCCClause20. 

20.2 TheProcuringEntityshallnotusesuchdocuments,data,andotherinformationreceivedfromtheSupplierforanypu
rposesunrelatedtothecontract.Similarly,theSuppliershallnotusesuchdocuments,data,andotherinformationrec
eivedfromtheProcuringEntityforanypurposeotherthantheperformanceoftheContract.

b) TheSuppliershallbeentitledtodisclaimresponsibilityforanydesign,data,drawing,specificationorotherdo
cument,oranymodificationthereofprovidedordesignedbyoronbehalfoftheProcuringEntity,bygivingano
ticeofsuchdisclaimertotheProcuringEntity. 

c) WhereverreferencesaremadeintheContracttocodesandstandardsinaccordancewithwhichitshallbeexecu
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ted,theeditionortherevisedversionofsuchcodesandstandardsshallbethosespecifiedintheScheduleofReq
uirements.DuringContractexecution,anychangesinanysuchcodesandstandardsshallbeappliedonlyafter
approvalbytheProcuringEntityandshallbetreatedinaccordancewithGCCClause33.

26.7 TheProcuringEntitymayrejectanyGoodsoranypartthereofthatfailtopassanytestand/orinspectionordonotconf
ormtothespecifications.TheSuppliershalleitherrectifyorreplacesuchrejectedGoodsorpartsthereoformakealte
rationsnecessarytomeetthespecificationsatnocosttotheProcuringEntity,andshallrepeatthetestand/orinspectio
n,atnocosttotheProcuringEntity,upongivinganoticepursuanttoGCCSub-Clause26.4. 

26.8 TheSupplieragreesthatneithertheexecutionofatestand/orinspectionoftheGoodsoranypartthereof,northeatten
dancebytheProcuringEntityoritsrepresentative,northeissueofanyreportpursuanttoGCCSub-
